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GENERAL SCHOOL RULES FOR LEARNERS

1. Be on time every day.
2. Always wear clean uniform and a clean mask.
3. Complete your class and homework.
4. Books should always be covered neatly; forgetting books at home is punishable.  Books should be carried in a case or bag with rigid sides.
5. Never take something that doesn’t belong to you without permission.
6. Never fight and use abusive language on the school premises.  This is a serious offence.
7. Walk quietly and in straight lines when moving to classrooms.
8. When the teacher is absent or has left the classroom for a while, be quite and don’t cause disruptions.
9. Show respect to the prefects at all times.
10. Do not litter. Keep the school premises clean at all times.
11. Never leave the classroom without permission from the teacher or prefect.
12. No writing on school walls and doors.  No touching, playing or scratching on cars. Damage to cars will be considered as a criminal offence.
13. No cell phones are allowed.
14. Learners are not allowed in the classrooms during break time.
15. ABSENTEEISM
15.1 A medical certificate or a legitimate reason will be accepted; it should be handed to the class teacher.
15.2 When a learner is absent for a class test series, a medical certificate should be handed in to the responsible 
         register teacher.
15.3 Medical appointments should preferably be made in the afternoons.
15.4 A learner will be removed from the register after 30 days of continuous absence without notification by the 
parents/guardian.

16.  BUNKING 

16.1 No learners will be allowed to leave the school premises without permission from the office.
16.2 Bunking is a serious offence and learners should refrain from it.

17. Damage to school property should be reported immediately.

18.  It is compulsory for learners to attend sports and cultural occasions when they are chosen to do so.
19. Dangerous weapons such as knives, and sharp objects are not allowed on the school premises.             
20. No toys, play cards and play stations are allowed in the class unless requested by a teacher.              
21. Make-up, nail polish, wristbands and tongue rings are not allowed.
22. No chewing gum is allowed.
23. Bullying and Hazing are major offences and should be avoided and reported.
24. JEWELLERY:

24.1 No rings (including signet rings), bangles, chains or St Christopher’s Chain watches may be kept in the pocket.  Medic
         alert bands are permitted.

25.2 Earrings are not permitted except studs or sleepers in gold or silver.  Only one earring per ear is allowed.
25. HAIR:

               26.1 Boys 
·  Boys’ hair must be clean and neat in their natural style and generally the same length all around their heads. Pigtails and braids are not allowed.
· Hair must not touch their collars.
· Fringes, when combed downwards, must be at least 1cm above the eyebrows.
· Hair must be cut around the ears. Hair cut in layers (‘mushroom’ or ‘step’ style) is not permitted.
· Hair may not be coloured (dyed) or put peroxide at all.
· No gel, hair wax, etc. is allowed to be used.
· Extreme hairstyles are not acceptable- (‘extreme` is determined on the discretion of the principal and may include a cut and /or colour).
                26.2 Girls
· Girls’ hair must always be clean, neat and tidy in its natural style.

· Fringes should not be longer than the eyebrows.

· If hair hangs over the shirt collar, it should be tied on the top of the head or at the back. If hair is more than 30cm long, it should be tied at two points. 

· Ethnic braids are allowed but must be the same colour as the natural hair.  No beads or other decorations will be allowed. If braided hair hangs over the shirt collar, it should also be tied as per the rules of unbraided hair.
· When hair is worn in a short style (shorter than the shirt collar), no pigtails or long sections of hair on the neck are allowed.
· Hair may not be coloured (dyed) or put peroxide at all.

· Hair decorations should match the school colours (white, navy blue or red) and only material elastic bands, 2cm wide ribbons or 2cm wide Alice bands and scrunchies are permitted.

· Banana slides and clips, butterflies or other fashion decorations are not permitted.
· Extreme hairstyles and acceptable – (‘extreme’ is determined on the discretion of the principal and may include a cut and /or colour).
Bullying and Hazing
Bullying is an act of aggression by someone or a group with the intent of harming a person either physically or psychologically. Bullying may occur by hitting, threatening, intimidating, teasing and taunting, and name-calling, or by more subtle attacks such as spreading rumours or encouraging others to reject the person. Bullies target individuals whom they perceive are weaker or more vulnerable.

Hazing is any action or situation created by a group to intentionally produce mental or physical discomfort, embarrassment, harassment, or ridicule among those wishing to join the group.
